Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an inspection and maintenance program.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Inspect after significant storm events and at least annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.

2. Follow your comprehensive nutrient management plan.

3. Keep roof runoff structures clean and free of obstructions that reduce flow.

4. Conduct maintenance and repairs in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.

5. Promptly repair or replace all damaged, inoperable or missing components and safety features to ensure they are functional, structurally sound, and are not a safety hazard.  Repair as needed.
6. Protect the components from damage by farm equipment and livestock.

7. Where the roof runoff structure discharges into an underground outlet or subsurface drain, follow the Operation and Maintenance Plan for Underground Outlet or Subsurface Drain, as appropriate.

8. Where the roof runoff structure discharges into a surface water conveyance practice such as grassed waterway or diversion, follow the Operation and Maintenance Plan for the surface water conveyance practice, as appropriate.
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
