
Download Desktop "Quick Map" Use quick maps, as the name implies, to print out a quick map. 
All planning must be done through Toolkit2004, not quick maps. 
Right click on the link below and select “Open Weblink in Browser” 
ftp://ftp-fc.sc.egov.usda.gov/OK/tech/gis/GIS/Toolkit2004/Templates/ 
 Complete these steps for each user. 
 1) Double click on the county you want. Ex. (Comanche_QM.exe) 
 2) Click the Yes button if the Internet Explorer Window asks if you want to continue. 
 3) On the File Download Window click the Open Button. 
 4) On the WinZip Self-Extractor Window click the Unzip Button. It will tell you that 1file unzipped. 
 5) Open Windows Explorer, navigate to C:/geodata/local_geodata.   
 6) Highlight QuickMaps_xxx.mxd .  (xxx is your county fips code). 
 Right click and send to Desktop (create shortcut) . 
 This will give you a quick map shortcut on your desktop. 
 
When you first open “quick maps” from your desktop, 

1.) Click on the X to turn off the NRCS Toolbar.  These tools are only used in Tooklit 2004, after you 
have downloaded a customer file from the National Planning Database. 

2.) Use quick maps, as the name implies, to print out a quick map to take to the field before the planning 
process begins.  

Two new button have been added to the standard toolbar.…more
