Pest Management Plan Questionnaire
1) Do photos or maps indicate field boundaries, field ID, acreage, for crop fields, pastures, woodlands, etc. with a pest management plan?
2) Is the field ID consistent with conservation plan and nutrient management plan?  If not, is a cross list provided?
3) Have the locations of sensitive species, ground and surface water risk areas, and setbacks been identified?
4) Are all permanent pesticide mixing, loading, storage and supply areas identified?
5) Are all pesticide mixing, loading, storage and supply areas at least 100 feet from any well or surface water body (unless mixing and loading is conducted over a spill containment surface)?
6) Are the crop and targeted pests documented?
7) Are the fields scouted for pests and crop conditions?
8) Have pest thresholds been identified?
9) Have other pest management alternatives been considered?
10) Do herbicide modes of action differ from the prior year?
11) If the plan includes pesticide use, does it identify fields where the application will occur?
12) If the plan includes pesticide use, does it identify fields where crops are planted?
13) If the plan includes pesticide use, does it identify targeted pests?
14) If the plan includes pesticide use, does it identify pesticide formulation, rate and method of application?
15) If the plan includes pesticide use, does it identify where the date and time of application will be recorded?
16) If the plan includes pesticide use, does it identify documentation for any changes from planned treatments?
17) Has NRCS WIN-PST been used for the risk analysis?
18) If the NRCS WIN-PST has not been used, was the WIN-PST Quick Guide used?
19) If appropriate, are mitigation techniques identified on the plan?
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
