thyrsus dalea (Dalea thyrsiflora) useful by butterflies, bees
Twisted acacia (Acacia schaffneri) | | W.r. browse, loafing cover
Turks cap (Malvaviscu drummondii) M M-T W.I. widely used ornamental, good nectar
Whitebrush (aloysia gratissima) | -M W.r. toxic to horses, mules, burros

uplands, high heat tolerance, low water
Wright's acacia (Acacia wrightii) | | 5.5-7.8 requirements, used to make honey

* Flooding Tolerance:

I- Intolerant of flooding

WT- Able to tolerate saturated or flooded soils for short periods (weakly tolerant)

MT- Able to tolerate saturated or flooded soils for several months, but mortality is high if flooding persists during the

growing season (moderately tolerant)

T- Able to tolerate saturated or flooded soils for long periods during the growing season

** Shading Tolerance:

I- Intolerant of shading

M- Moderately tolerant of shading
T- Tolerant of shading

VT- Very tolerant of shading
